paper, name(s) of the author(s) and their affiliations, resident country, and the complete 

postal and e-mail addresses and telephone numbers of the authors. 

✓ Co-authorship is allowed for up to two authors, excluding the main author. 

✓ The deadline to submit individual abstracts is 23rd April 2023. 

✓ Please submit your abstract through email on conference.clfs@hpnlu.ac.in 

✓ Participants will be notified by the 25th of April 2023 on the status of their submission. 

✓ Accepted abstracts will be notified through email (You must provide a valid email address with 

each abstract submission). Upon acceptance of abstracts, full papers must be submitted by 5th 

May 2023. 

Research Paper and Abstract Format 

✓ Word Limit is limited to 3000 to 5000 for full research papers and 300 to 500 for abstracts 

(excluding footnotes).  

✓ The Research Paper and Abstract should be in Times New Roman, font size 12, with 1.5 

lines spacing, alignment 'justify,' and footnotes (if any) in Times New Roman, font size 10, 

with single line spacing.  

✓ The texts and footnotes must conform to the HPNLU citation style. (click here) 

✓ The submission must be in document [(.doc)/(.docx)] format. 

✓ The submission should contain a disclaimer that the piece is original and has not been 

published or is under consideration for publication elsewhere. All submissions are subject to a 

plagiarism check. 

PUBLICATION OF CONFERENCE PROCEEDINGS: 

Selected papers will be published in the conference proceedings. We will review the papers 

as per the following guidelines:  

1. Papers will be reviewed independently by at least two scholars through a double-blind peer 

review process, allotted on a random basis;  

2. The review will be based on the scientific rigor of the paper, the originality of the research, 

and its relevance to the conference themes;  

Notifications of acceptance will be sent to your official email based on the review. The 

university may publish selected papers of high quality appropriately.
